New Middleweight GS 
Models 

BMW Motorrad introduced two new 
middleweight GS models at the EICMA 
(Esposizione Internazionale Ciclo Motociclo 
e Accessori) show in Milan, Italy in 
November.  

The BMW F850GS and F750GS feature 
brand new 853cc inline two-cylinder 
engines producing 95hp and 77hp 
respectively. They include two 
counterbalance shafts to reduce vibrations 
and a new 90-degree journal offset for a 
270/450 degree firing interval. This 
powers the rear wheel through an anti-hop 
clutch, six-speed transmission and chain 
drive (now positioned on the left side of 
the bike). 

The engine is a structural part of the 
chassis which includes a new steel 
monocoque main frame and tubed rear 
subframe. The fuel tank has been moved 
from the rear, to a more traditional location 
between the seat and fork to provide a 
better center of gravity. Features include 
ABS, ASC stability control and Road/Rain 
riding modes. Additional “Pro” riding 
modes of Dynamic, Enduro and Enduro Pro 
(only on the F850GS) as well as DTC 
dynamic traction control, ESA electronic 
suspension, Keyless Ride, Gear shift 
assistant Pro, and lean-capable ABS Pro are 
optional. Both models feature a new look 

more similar to their big brother, the 
R1200GS, with similar options including an 
LED headlight, Connectivity TFT cockpit 
display.

In 2015, Wayne and I decided to take a ride 
to Chicago and return via Route 66.  We 
have ridden parts of Rt.
